A tall, slim, caucasian male in his mid-twenties wearing a black hoodie, jeans and sunglasses and bearing a hand gun demanded OxyContin from the pharmacist.  He left the pharmacy after receiving a supply of oxycodone 20 mg and Supeudol 20mg.
All pharmacy staff are reminded to follow safety procedures and not to put themselves at risk under these circumstances.  Please ensure all pharmacy personnel are made aware of this alert.
